VIVIAN HOU:  I think most important is the bermuda
fairways that can give my drive a little run and release, and
for those little dogleg holes I think the first shot distance is
just right on my number.  It's better to hit like 250, 260;
better than 280.

So I think that's right on my number.  I just feel really
comfortable to play on this golf course.

Q.  Looking ahead to tomorrow, only four back right
now of Lilia Vu.  There is some golf out there, but
going to be a handful back.  You've got nothing to lose
at this point.  Will you just kind of go for it tomorrow?

And then there is
no reason why I just -- yeah, I think just doing my best and

climbing up the leaderboard.
