RYAN MOORE: Again, I've played this golf course enough
that I'm comfortable with it. It's one of those courses, it can
happen. That front nine is definitely a little bit tougher and
not maybe as scorable as the back nine, especially starting
back there early in the morning like that.

Just took a minute. | gave myself plenty of chances and
didn't quite capitalize, and finally got one there on 9,
missed a close one on 10, and | think | made three in a row
after that which was nice and got me going.

Q. Your position coming into the fall was probably not
as good as you wanted it to be. How do you approach
the FedEXx fall in that position? What's the mindset
you take into the fall?

RYAN MOORE: | mean, I've been in the same position
two years in a row and somehow | was able to sneak it out
last year. | don't know. | can't say I'm trying to think any
differently about it. They're golf tournaments. I'm just
