Q.  Great playing.  Your career low round on the PGA
TOUR with a 9-under 63 to finish.  What was working
so well for you out there today?

I don't
really know where the leaders or leader is.  So probably
just watch a little golf and kind of rest up a little bit.

Q.  Lastly, looking ahead to next week, how much
confidence does this give you going into the U.S.
Open, a round like this and a great result like this?

ERIC COLE:  Yeah, it's great.  You know, this course isn't
probably going to be as penal as the U.S. Open.  But it is a
very tough course and you have to hit it where you're
aiming.  Playing out of some of that thick rough probably
will be good preparation for next week.
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
