THE MODERATOR: Questions, please.

Q. We have the chance of talking virtually when you
are playing Dubai Duty Free Championship to play four
matches there. I'd like to know the difference between
the matches that you played there in Dubai and here in
Miami regarding the conditions, the climate conditions
here in Miami. It's really, really tough to play, | think?
