THE MODERATOR:  Questions in French.

Q.  What are you waiting for?  You're waiting for the
crowd to be back so you can play in normal
conditions?  Do you believe in the French Open the
magic can be back thanks to that?

Monte-Carlo.  I respect that a lot.  But how sad is this for
them?  Normally this court is one of the most beautiful
courts in the world.  It seems like we are in a cemetery. 
Whether you win a point or miss, it's the same.  There's no
atmosphere.  It's the same thing.

You're going to say it's like normal life, but normal life is
shit.  The only pleasure I have is when I'm home without
my mask and I don't care about the COVID.  That's when I
feel good.
