Q.  When you go back to school, will you do one of
those what-I-did-on-my-summer-vacation pieces?

BLADES BROWN:  Well, I've already missed the first week
of school, so that's not ideal, but I think it was worth it.

Definitely one of the hardest courses I've ever
played, so I definitely can take what I learned here and
apply it to -- I'm going to get back to Nashville and I'm
going to think, like golf is so easy.
