Rob,
can you talk us through your round.

ROB LABRITZ: Sure, yeah. First of all, it's great to be in
this room talking to you about the round because it means
you played pretty good, | guess.

ROB LABRITZ: That was cool. Yesterday we were
playing a practice round, and | was waiting on the green,
and | watched Ernie Els do the same thing.

So | was channeling my inner Ernie Els on that shot. It
was a nice little 95-yarder, which I've done before, to knock
in the hole that way. Yeah, it was a nice two. Nice to go in
that hole.

Q. The weather is definitely going to shift the next few
days, get a lot nicer. How do you think the course is
going to play with that change?

ROB LABRITZ: It's going to be great. The course is in

awesome shape. Even though we got all the rain, there
was no mud balls. We had a few wet balls out there, but
fairways are tight, greens are awesome, they'll firm up a
