Yeah, I
was kind of going for the birdie, thinking it would be at even
or 1.

Q.  It was a pretty holeable bunker shot, was it?  Your
dad thought it was going to go in.  I thought it was
going to go in.

STEPH KYRIACOU:  Really?

Q.  Yeah, 100 percent from down the front right.

STEPH KYRIACOU:  I had a good line in the bunker, which
is pretty lucky because you can get actually creamed in
these bunkers.  I had a good lie into the wind.  It was uphill.

Q.  What's the evening look like mentally to get
yourself ready for the weekend?

 I think it would be more stuff like today.  I'm a bit behind
the eight ball.  I was wanting to make some early birdies
when the wind was down this morning.  I think it's just kind
of having a bit of luck with the elements.
