Q.  How many amateurs have you played in?

OSCAR LENT:  It's my first one.

Q.  You had a good run at the Boys' Amateur a couple
years ago?

OSCAR LENT:  Yeah, a few years ago, last 16 I think.  But
this is a bit of a step up.  I'm really happy.

Q.  Decent season?

OSCAR LENT:  Yeah, I've been playing really good
recently.  I've had a couple top 10 finishes.  I'm trending
