It affects your pultts, too,
because, | mean, with the bermuda greens -- with the wind
out here the greens can't be fast, so when it's gusty out it
affects the putts, too.

So it's definitely | think an advantage playing in the
morning.

Q. Take us through the chip on the last hole. How
much does that help as kind of a calming confident
boost as you go into tomorrow?

NELLY KORDA: Yeah, it's nice. | was actually trying to
make it. It was reading it | was like, Okay, this would be

nice on the last hole.
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But, yeah, it was nice.

Q. We've seen some impressive streaks from you as
of late, including all the way back at Gainbridge with
your win. How are you feeling doing well in a place
like Hawaii?

NELLY KORDA: It's nice. Yeah, | mean, the views are
amazing, the weather is just what | like. Hopefully -- there
is just a lot of golf out there, but hopefully | can be in
contention on Sunday.
