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OTAs. They make my job so much easier just having
those guys out there, especially those three. It's
especially tough on defenses to have three guys like that.
You add in Tre and 'Dre and DD, all these guys that
make plays, it only makes my job easier.

JUSTIN HERBERT: Yeah, the offensive line did a great
job today. We've watched so much film over the past
couple weeks. Bo really has those guys prepared for
everything that they're going to bring.
