We see every year the scores are always super low, so
hopefully I can keep my foot on the gas and try and catch
Somi.

Q.  And it seemed like you guys were having fun out
there.  How important is that when you're battling the
heat like this?

HANNAH GREEN:  Yeah, it makes a difference having a
great pairing.  I have played with Ina and Julia in practice
rounds but haven't really seen them up close in person,
so I was like 20 to 30 meters behind them all day, first to
hit every time, so I felt like I had to walk really quick.

But they're really lovely company, so it was nice.  Who
knows, I might be paired with Julia again tomorrow.
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
