Q.  What do you feel like you need to do tomorrow and
where can you gravitate back to from the past to try to
grab what you need to do for tomorrow?

COLLIN MORIKAWA:  Look, I absolutely want to win. 
There's no reason why -- you look at the past two weeks,
it's like, I've given myself chances, it's time to close one
out.  I think for tomorrow I've just got to stay within myself
and play my game.  I've really got to stick to my game plan,
stick to how I have plotted out this golf course, and go from
there.

Q.  Is there one thing from your win, from the past wins
that you really kind of keep in your head when you get
into situations like this?

COLLIN MORIKAWA:  I mean, I can draw on a lot of good
shots, and whenever you have those good shots you can
kind of use that to your advantage and use that throughout

the final round if things aren't feeling great, but hopefully
we wake up tomorrow and start the first hole and the ball
just kind of goes where you want it.
