LUDVIG ABERG: Yeah, | think so. I'm glad we added this
event sort of last minute. | wasn't planning on being here,
but I'm glad | did. It's an amazing tournament, great
turnout. Fans have been great all week.

It's been fun to be here, and selfishly it's been nice to see
my game four rounds in tournament play as well before
Oakmont. | should feel pretty good going into Thursday
next week.

Q. How do you rate TPC Toronto as a prep for
Oakmont? Obviously you had some wet conditions
here, and you can maybe expect some wet conditions
in Pennsylvania this week as well.

LUDVIG ABERG: Yeah, | think so. Obviously Oakmont is
one of the hardest places in the world. It's going to be hard
to simulate that. | thought this golf course was great, and |
had some mixes between some gettable holes and some
stronger par-4s and strong par-3s.

It's a cool mix to go from obviously a drivable par-4 to a
long par-3 and then a long par-4 and then some reachable
par-3s or par-4s.
